DCllr Penfold introduced herself to those present.
2.   Declarations of Interests  None. All Cllrs completed new Declaration forms.

3.   Election of Chairman, Vice-Chairman   The re-election of Cllrs were uncontested and Cllrs Griffin, Jones, Mitchell, Pescott and Whiteoak were automatically re-elected. Wendy Hounsell took the chair for the elections and Dawn Griffin proposed Cllr Pescott for Chair, seconded by Keith Mitchell.  Evelyn Jones proposed Cllr Mitchell for  Vice-chair, seconded by Dawn Griffin.  As Sue Bosenquet had not stood for re-election this year there was a vacancy for Hilfield.  George Grazebrook, from Hermitage, was co-opted on to the Council, proposed by Cllr Pescott and seconded by Cllr Griffin.

Public time Wendy Hounsell suggested that the land along the Hermitage Drove could be planted as a wildlife/nature area for the village if the land owner agreed, now the Christmas trees have been removed.  She agreed to contact the land owner to ask if he would grant the land for use as common ground or bequeath it to the village.
